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THE FARC ATTACKS PUBLIC TRANSPORT BUS 
AND BURNS SIX CIVILIANS ALIVE IN COLOMBIA

Members of the FARC’s Mariscal Sucre column attacked a bus used for public transportation and its 18 
passengers on the Cali-Tumaco road. They attacked the bus from the highway, detaining it illegally by shooting 
at it and then setting it on �re with all the passengers still inside. The attack occurred at 3 am in the municipality 
of Ricaurte, �ve hours from Pasto (in the south of Colombia), leaving six people dead and several wounded who 
managed to get out of the bus.

CIVILIAN POPULATION HARMED
In consequence of this indiscriminate attack by the FARC on the civilian population, four adults and two 
children burned to death inside the bus. “The actions perpetrated constitute a serious breach of international 
humanitarian law treaties and unjusti�ed violence against innocent persons,” stated OAS Secretary General, 
José Miguel Insulza.
